Former Howard City Police Chief Roger “Lynn” Wells, age 64, of Howard
passed away Monday, November 13, 2017. He was the loving father of
Michelle and Melissa and proud grandfather of Tanner, Faith, Raegan, and
Colter.

Born in Eureka, Kansas on July 6, 1953, Lynn was son of the late Robert
Wells and Lila (Meisch) Wunderlich.

Lynn served the City of Howard as Police Chief for several years before
joining the Elk County Sheriff's Office as deputy sheriff.

He was currently
working to help his mother in Piedmont.
